Abstract: It can prove that the two words “zhu(i#)” and “yu(*)” of the “Zhuzhi YuciGE 2 05)” are the
auxiliary words that of the two words “zhi(i%)” and “ci(H5)” respectively. The words “shiyu(§i5)”,
“shiying GE2E) ", “lu(lD) ying(FE (B EE)”, “yuyi(532)" are the abbreviation of the word “zhici( §#5)” in
terms of the phonology. Zhouju(M|4]) was the grandchildren of Yue King Shiyu(}{a]§i5) namely Zhezhi
Yuci(#F B 15%). The character “jun([#)” on the sword should read as “juan(#)”.
