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Foreword

This updated version of Advanced Practice Nursing in China by Nursing Leader, Frances Wong provides
the reader with a broad, global view of Advanced Practice Nursing. It uses this framework and vision bringing
into focus the Chinese perspective, growth and development, issues and milestones, and progress made, not only
currently, but glimpses of the future of APN in China.

Beginning with an upgraded definition of APN, advancing its theoretical underpinnings, the myriad of
opportunities for specialization emphasis is placed on the great need for nursing leadership to address global
problems with attention to the particular health problems shared with every nation:aging populations, chronic
and disabling diseases, differing patterns of delivery of health care in particular home care, and other innovative
new patterns of health and nursing care.

Last year, 2015, the United States celebrated the 50" anniversary of the founding of the Nurse Practitioner
(NP). As one of the four identified roles of APN, clinical nurse specialists, nurse midwives, nurse anesthetists,
NPs are the largest (220 000) and most visible group. It is the model which has spread rapidly around the world.
This edition describes that spread and addresses the different patterns of educational preparation, practice,
research, employment and regulations.

In subsequent chapters, one finds new concepts being introduced beyond the individual clinical care:
population health, cultural competencies, guidelines and evolving standards of care, and increasing evidence
of health and wellness vis-a-vis care for illnesses, research emphasis on the social determinants of health.
Prevention, promotion, preservation and protection of health and documentation through evidence based practice.
(These concepts are not new to Public Health Nursing from which the NP was first created)

More and more all health professionals are being called upon to produce evidence of the measurable
outcomes of our practice, and this chapter on research emphasizes, not only the importance of evidence, but
the impact it has on future preparation, practice, policies, and legislation. Translational research calls for
communication, cooperation and coordination of clinicians and researchers to impact upon the quality, cost, and

patient responses to our ministrations.
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
