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Mount Emei is located in Emei City, Sichuan Province, China, with a scenic area of 154 square kilometers.
The highest peak Wanfeng Peak is 3099 meters above the sea level and the Buddhist Holy place Huazang Tem-
ple, Jinding is 3077 meters above the sea level. It is one of the four famous Buddhist mountains in China, also
the national scenic spots and the world cultural heritage, with beautiful natural scenery, centuries- old Buddhist
culture, rich biological resources, and unique geological features.

Mount Emei is also a famous "Pu Xian Center", there are more than 30 unique temples in the mountains, in-
cluding Baoguo Temple, Fuhu Temple, Qingyin Pavilion, Hongchun Flat, Xixiang Pool, Wannian Temple, Xian-
feng Temple, and Huazang Temple. There are 164 existing cultural relic sites in the mountains, too and nearly
7000 pieces of the collections, of which more than 850 are protected at the first national level.
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The Grand Buddhist Temple of Emeishan
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Grand Buddhist Temple, the former name Buddha Temple, is located in the east of Mount Emei City, covering
an area of 400 mu, and the building area is 56 thousand square meters.

The building structure of Buddhist Temple is meticulous, owning multiple halls and many Buddhist temples.

The whole temple is magnificent, majestic and grand, of great momentum. It is the starting point and the first
gate for people to going for a pilgrimage and travelling into the mountains, which is also one of the ten parties in
Asia.

In 2008, Large Buddhist Temple held the official opening, becoming the great temple of cultivating spirit of
monks and specializing practicing in Buddhism and Dharma.
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Mount Emei Baoguo Temple
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Baoguo Temple is located at the foot of Mount Emei in
Sichuan province. It is the first temple in Mount Emei and the
place of Emei Buddhist Association, meanwhile, it is also the
center of Emei Buddhist activities.

Of many temples in Mount Emei, Baoguo Temple is the gate-
way to the mountain and the starting point for visiting Mount E-
mei.

The entire temple is a typical courtyard architecture, covering
more than 60 mu, sitting west to the east, facing the morning
sunrise, ending the evening sunset. The yard and the landscape
is of layers of depth, spectacularly and grandly.
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Mount Eme1 Wannian Temple
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Wannian Temple is Located in Mount Emei, Sichuan province, up to Baoguo Temple 15 kilometers, and down
to Guanxin Ridge, Menyin Flat and Niuxin Temple, with many stalagmites and peaks.

Wannian Temple is 1020 meters above the sea level, and it is also one of the oldest temples in Mount Emei
and one of the national key monasteries in China.

There are brick temples without beams, towering palaces, white water pool, Puxian bronze statue and other fa-
mous attractions in Wannian Temple, also there are three treasures in Wannian temple: the tooth relic of the
Buddha, Bayeux Scriptures and the Royal Seal. Wannian Temple is the largest temple in Mount Emei.
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Mount Emei Jinding Scenic Resort
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Mount Emei Jinding is the most concentrated place of Mount Emei temples and scenic spots, for which is the
essence of Mount Emei.

In 1983, it was listed as the national key Buddhist temple in Han Nationality area.

Mount Emei Jinding is adjacent to the highest peak of Mount Emei, Wanfo Peak, 3,077 meters above the sea
level.

Standing on the high mountains, clouds surrounded, tourists will be attracted by the spectacular scenery.
Tourists can enjoy the sunrise, sea of clouds , Buddha's light on the steep side of the cliff and sacred light.
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Leshan Giant Buddha
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Leshan Giant Buddha is located in the confluence of Min-
jiang River, Qingyi River and Dadu River in Leshan City.

Relying on the south bank of Minjiang River, Lingyun Peak
and Qixia Peak, and the cliff chiselled out a Maitreya Buddha
Statue. The Statue's head is at the same level of the Mountain,
its feet stamps on the River, its hands are on its knees, with
shapely body and serious expression.

The Buddha is 71 meters high, more than a hundred feet
sitting length.

The Buddha is the great art of Tang Dynasty statues Mo
Yan.lt is the world's largest stone carved Maitreya and is also a
AAAAA class tourist attraction and the cultural heritage of the
world.
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
