lievable numbers. Written accounts from the 18th and
19th centuries described flocks (#f) so large that they
darkened the sky for hours.

It was calculated that when its population reached its
highest point, there were more than 3 billion passenger pi-
geons—a number equal to 24 to 40 percent of the total bird

population in the United States, making it perhaps the

most abundant bird in the world. Even as late as 1870
when their numbers has already become smaller, a flock
believed to be 1 mile wide and 320 miles(about 515 kilome-
ters) long was seen near Cincinnati.

Sadly, the abundance of passenger pigeons may have

been their undoing. Where the birds were most abundant,

people believed there was an ever-lasting supply and killed
them by the thousands. Commercial hunters attracted them
to small clearings with grain, waited until pigeons had set-
tled to feed, then threw large nets over them, taking
hundreds at a time. The birds were shipped to large cities
and sold in restaurants.

By the closing decades of the 19th century, the hard-
wood forests where passenger pigeons nested had been
damaged by American’s need for wood, which scattered
(IR0 the flocks and forced the birds to go farther north,
where cold temperatures and spring storms contributed to
their decline. Soon the great flocks were gone, never to be
seen again.

In 1897, the state of Michigan passed a law prohibi-
ting the killing of passenger pigeons, but by then, no siza-
ble flocks had been seen in the state for 10 years. The last
confirmed wild pigeon in the United States was shot by a
boy in Pike County, Ohio, in 1900. For a time, a few
birds survived under human care. The last of them,
known affectionately as Martha, died at the Cincinnati Zo-
ological Garden on September 1,1914.

You can make your environ-
ment work for you instead of against you. Here are some

ways to turn your home into part of your diet plan.

Open the curtains and turn up the lights. Dark envi-
ronments are more likely to encourage overeating, for peo-
ple are often less self-conscious (¥t A f) when they're in
poorly lit places—and so more likely to eat lots of food. If
your home doesn’t have enough window light, get more
lamps and flood the place with brightness.

Mind the colors. Research suggests warm colors fuel
our appetites. In one study, people who ate meals in a
blue room consumed 33 percent less than those in a yellow
or red room. Warm colors like yellow make food appear
more appetizing, while cold colors make us feel less hun-
gry. So when it’s time to repaint, go blue.

Don’t forget the clock—or the radio. People who eat
slowly tend to consume about 70 fewer calories (£ i% H)
per meal than those who rush through their meals. Begin
keeping track of the time, and try to make dinner last at least
30 minutes. And while you're at it, actually sit down to eat.
If you need some help slowing down, turn on relaxing music.
It makes you less likely to rush through a meal.

Downsize the dishes. Big serving bowls and plates can
easily make us fat. We eat about 22 percent more when using
a 12-inch plate instead of a 10-inch plate. When we choose a
large spoon over a smaller one, total intake(#% A) jumps by
14 percent. And we’ll pour about 30 percent more liquid into a
short, wide glass than a tall, skinny glass.
