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Abstract; American postmodernist fiction is the cultural product of American
postmodern society, with “incredulity toward all meta-narratives” as its dominant thought.
Postmodernist novels have their own particular frame-breaking narratives, destroying
the metaphysical conventions of modernist art, further shatters its closed and self-
contained aesthetic system and forms its own broken and open forms to pursue difference,
indeterminacy and polysemy. This paper intends to explore the relationship between the
rise of the American postmodernist fiction and the postmodernist thought, so as to real that
postmodernist artistic innovation is not only an innovation in narrative, but also a way to
interpret and understand the postmodernist world.
