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Chamber music has been introduced into China for nearly one hundred years.
More and more musicians have paid attention to it because of its varied style and
diversified forms. Meanwhile, educators have gradually discovered the importance of
including chamber music in education. They consider chamber music education to
be effective in teaching students’ collaboration, cultivating students’ comprehensive
music knowledge and improving students’ performance confidence. Therefore, it is
necessary to explore chamber music and chamber music education.

This research Begins with a review of the history of chamber music and its
characteristics, followed by introducing and comparing college chamber music
education in China and the United States to provide a better scope of the employment
of chamber music in higher education. Case studies of chamber music education,
which were based on the author’s experience, will be presented in the following part.
It is the author’s hope to provide a comprehensive knowledge of chamber music, to
bring different chamber music education from different countries into our researches,
and to inspire researchers and educators to exploit and develop Chinese chamber

music education.
