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Every project we design starts with the conception of a solid concept from where everything starts
shaping. The objective is to find ways to inspire creations that are really solid to give us supports to
develop and finish the whole project. These creations and concepts can come from a wide variety
of places and inspirations. They might even not be associated with the main nature of the project in

turn. It can be as varied as art or everyday life.

Notably, the current social climate has people screaming for the de-mechanization of experience
in favor of a more humanly warm and empathic sympathy in absolutely everything, becoming an

experiential service that they could be paying for.

A design-thought space will automatically and radically transform into the experience itself or at
least great part of it. One of the main motors of design thought is to guide its occupants to sense
and fuse space, achieving the aims of “de-mechanization”. What many people still fail to grasp, is
that space design can be crucial variable that can make the whole planed use for the same space to

actually work.

The sentimental approach of today involves a real effort and not just a simple appropriation. You can
actually recognize the unique opportunity that you are presented with. Actually, you can take a look
around the world, see the upcoming and already positioned trends and get in touch with some store,
space, or some of your unfamiliar people that may not necessarily suit you, and instead, choose
from your heart, from human beings and even the vulnerable part of yourself. This will only result in
a completely honest expression on anything you design, creating a humanized, warm and emotional

design of space.

In the other hand, nowadays, we are immersed in a really special situation, which presents itself with
an auto-regenerative essence, occurring in a constant frequency. It makes everything that was useful
or even a necessity before become something out of style or something that can determine the
downfall of whatever it is that you are designing. Speaking solely about the retail store design, there
are various examples out there of questionable solutions at the first glance, but that when thought

carefully, they suddenly appear as the only viable one and even the best move possible.

Therefore, we need to be aware of the ever-changing environment with a special attention to the
user experience more than ever. As designers, our main goal should be to generate a constant auto-
update flow in ourselves. You do not need to be an expert on the subject, all you need is a pair of

watchful eyes.

Even though there is no current specific manual or guide that we can rely on and we need to make
an extra effort for design through introspection, this is a great opportunity to actually inject a little

more of your understands and features into your work.

And the retail store design is no exception. We perceive the world from our heart, transform what
we perceive into the unique ideas and design a sales space with the brand characteristics like a
