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Abstract

With the continuous improvement of private education system environment,
private higher vocational education has made rapid and better development in
recent years, and has gradually become an important part of higher education and
education.

The general report systematically analyses the development trend of China’s
private higher vocational education, considers the problems it faces in the process
of development, and makes a forward-looking layout, so as to give more effective
play to the role and value of private higher vocational education, and put forward
suggestions for the prosperity of national education, the adjustment of industrial
structure and the transformation of economy and society. At present, private higher
vocational education shows the trend of development from extension to
connotation, the survival of the fittest and the merger and reorganization, the
administration of schools according to law and classified management. At the same
time, private higher vocational education is also facing the difficulties of running
school funds and management imperfection, the “ quantity” and “ quality”
dilemma of enrollment, unreasonable specialty setting and imperfect personnel
training program, inadequate practice and weak training base construction, weak
construction and development of teachers, and the dilemma of pursuing promotion
and transformation. In the new era, measures should be taken from the following
aspects to further promote the development of private higher vocational education,
such as cultivating students’ craftsmanship spirit, seizing the opportunity of “one
belt and one road” , establishing an open and cooperative framework for vocational
education, strengthening cooperation in running schools, innovating the
development mechanism, adjusting the structure of students’ sources, expanding
students in various channels, promoting the establishment of national qualification

framework for vocational education certification, and aiming at national strategic
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needs and industrial development needs.

The development section offers an overall development situation of private
education in China and the development status of various types of private education
at all levels, and shows the basic outlook of the development of private
education. At present, the reform and development of private education in China
has created a favorable institutional environment for the healthy development of
private education through the breakthrough of laws, regulations and policy
innovation. Promoted by the improvement of the institutional environment,
private education has made relatively rapid development. The scale of development
of all kinds of non-governmental education at all levels in the country has further
expanded, and the conditions for running schools have gradually
improved. Especially the promulgation and implementation of the new law has
provided a stronger legal guarantee for promoting the healthy development of
private education, and the supporting policies have been gradually improved,
which has made new progress in promoting the cause of private education.

Thematic articles include three thematic research chapters.

Firstly, it is the policy review and development status of private higher
vocational education in China. Since the reform and opening up, the state has
vigorously promoted the reform of laws, regulations and policies related to private
higher vocational education. By strengthening the guidance of the government,
encouraging and supporting private funds to invest in higher vocational education,
and strengthening the construction of the normative system, the state has promoted
the standardized management of private higher vocational colleges. From 2011 to
2015, the number of private higher vocational schools fluctuated slightly and
remained basically the same, while the proportion of private higher vocational
schools in the number of national higher vocational schools decreased slightly. In
addition, private higher vocational education also shows prominent characteristics
in the areas of regional distribution, professional distribution, teacher composition
and graduate employment.

Secondly, typical cases of private higher vocational education in China. Under
the favorable policy and social environment, private higher vocational education in

China has made good progress, and a number of typical cases with outstanding
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characteristics of running schools have emerged. Especially Shanghai Sibo Vocational
and Technical College, Hainan Vocational College of Science and Technology,
Guangdong Lingnan Vocational and Technical College, Chengdu Vocational
College of Art, from the perspective of the law of educational development, based
on their own resources, aiming at the needs of economic and social development,
have made positive exploration in the aspects of comprehensive education,
innovative development and highlighting characteristics.

Thirdly, it is the policy, practice and enlightenment of foreign private higher
vocational education. Australia, Germany, the United States and other countries
attach great importance to enacting laws, regulations and policies to support and
regulate the development of private higher vocational education, and have carried
out relatively successful policy and practical exploration. The Australian government
pays attention to public funding for private vocational education and training,
while strengthening supervision. Germany explores an effective management system
under the “dual” education model to promote enterprises’ participation in
vocational education. The United States has established a quality assurance
mechanism for private higher vocational education through the establishment of

quality certification agencies. These experiences have a good enlightenment for our

country.
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
