He began to tell me how, as he lay there, he could hear me talking to him and could
feel me holding his hand the whole time. He thought it was an angel, not a person, who was
there with him. Mr. Gillespie firmly believed that it was my voice and touch that had kept
him alive. ¥

Then he told me about his life and what happened to him to put him in the coma. We
both cried for a while and exchanged a hug, said our good-byes and went our separate

Although I haven't seen him since, he fills my heart with joy every day. I know that I
