I. General Outlook

According to the Preliminary statistics, the gross domestic
product (GDP) of Xinjiang was 543.747 billion yuan. an
increase of 116.042 billion yuan over the previous year, up by
10.6% over the previous year, of which,the added value of the
primary industry was 107.863 billion yuan,up by 12.6%;that of
the secondary industry was 259215 billion yuan,up by
12.6%;and that of the tertiary industry was 176.669 billion
yuan,up by 10.8% over the previous year.The composition of
three industries was 19.8:47.7:32.5.

The permanent-population-based per-capita GDP reached
25057 yuan, up by9.3% over the previous year. equivalent to
US$3 702 at current exchange rate. First breakthrough exceed-
ing $3000.

The total consumer price index of the year was up by
4.3% over the previous year, of which. the price of food was up
by 10.7%.The price of housing was up by 2.7%,The price for
service up by 1.5%.
