4. In the section of Famous Chinese Table Tennis Players,
only the winners of Olympic Games, World Table Tennis Champi—
onship and Table Tennis World Cup in singles events and the
main players in teams are included.

5. Introductions to all famous Chinese table tennis players are
arranged according to the following aspects: the birthday of a
player, the time when he/she entered Chinese National Table Ten
nis Team and his’her achievement in world major events.

6. In the section of Famous Chinese Table Tennis Coaches,
only the coaches who have worked in Chinese National Table
Tennis Team and brought up world champion winners are intro—
duced. Introductions to all famous coaches are arranged according
to the time when he/she became a coach in Chinese National
Table Tennis Team.

7. In the section of Famous Overseas Coaches from China,



only the coaches who have helped the players from overseas coun-
tries to win the continental champions or world champions and
greatly promoted the development of table tennis in the country
are included.

8. In the sections of Major Events of Table Tennis in the
World and Major Events of Table Tennis in China, all the events
are arranged in a chronological order.

9. Details of the same event are arranged differently in dif-

ferent sections in order to avoid repetition.
