“China’s Cultural Heritage Day” has been running as a “word” on Chinese and foreign heritage platforms for 12 years since the State Council approved to establish the first “China’s

nature, meanwhile, analyzed punishment from the nature to human. Experts who studied American natural literature said that natural literature, which was about the blending of
the nature and the soul, was to change opportunities of how human communicate with the nature, to restore the relationship between human and the nature and to call for ecological
morality. The famous British environmental designer Ian Lennox McHarg (1920-2001) emphasized in the preface of the best-selling book Design with Nature: “People, following
how benign enzyme work on the earth, aspire to become the world doctor, governing the planet and themselves... In September 1990, American President Bush issued me with the

National Art Award and said ‘Hopefully, the greatest artistic achievement in the 21st century would be rebuilding the earth’.”
