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Abstract: The core thought of Lao Tzu is “Nature”. As the creator of
the Chinese environmental view, there are four main points following in his
environmental aesthetic thought: Firstly, in the view of environment, he de-
scribed the natural environment based on the philosophy of “The way from
what is beneath abstraction”. Secondly, he advocates that man should imi-
tate heaven and earth and pursue natural existence in order to unify them.

Thirdly, in the aspect of life view, he advocates the life style of “Manifest

plainness and embrace simplicity”. Finally, as for the ideal living environ-
ment of human beings, he described an ideal country characterized by a har-
monious life style and harmony, which is characterized by “making people
feel think their food delicious; their clothes beautiful, their dwellings
places of rest; and their common ways sources of enjoyment” for the com-
mon people.
