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Abstract

The total number of migrant population in China reached 245 million in
2016, which accounted for 18% of the total population in China, on average,
every six people had a migrant population. The problem of urban integration of
migrant population is not only related to the success or failure of the new
urbanization strategy, but also the key to deciding the sustainable development of
China’s economy. It is also a concrete manifestation of the comprehensive
construction of a well-to-do society and a people-centered development.

The assessment of social integration of urban migrant population can provide
basic information for the state to keep abreast of the basic conditions and
characteristics of the social integration of migrant population. The evaluation can
discover the law of social integration of migrant population in different regions and
cities, and summarize the advanced experience of social integration of migrant
population at home and abroad and find out the restricting factors that restrict the
social integration of the migrant population in China, and provide scientific basis
for the country to formulate relevant policies that are conducive to the social
integration of the migrant population.

This report fully absorbs and draws on the latest research results at home and
abroad, and draws on the opinions and suggestions putting forward by more than
200 domestic experts and scholars and the staft of relevant government functional
departments. Based on this, it has constructed a theoretical framework for the
social integration of migrant populations in line with China’s national conditions.
An evaluation index system consisting of four dimensions of political integration,
economic integration, integration of public services, and integration of
psychological culture, 15 first-level indicators and 34 second-level indicators was
formed. The research team used the social integration assessment database of 2017

for migrant populations to systematically analyze, summarize and objectively assess
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the social integration of migrant population in 50 cities across the country. At the
same time, it also analyzed the typical cases of social integration of migrant
population/immigration at home and abroad.

The 2017 evaluation results show that the overall social integration of the
migrant population in 50 cities is not high, and the differences among different
dimensions are obvious. The characteristics of public service integration > political
integration > economic integration > psychological culture integration are shownj;
The level of social integration of migrants varies in different regions and types of
cities. At present, the social integration of the migrant population in China still
faces problems such as institutional barriers, low-level employment, low social
security, and the migrant population’s willingness to stay in the city that is
deviation from the country’s strategic orientation. It is recommended that the
reform of the household registration system be continued to break the institutional
barriers to the social integration of the migrant population; education and
employment training should be strengthened to improve the ability of the migrant
population to integrate into the city; basic public services should be provided for
the migrant population and their dependence on land and traditional social relations
should be reduced. According to the laws and wishes of population mobility, the

urbanization strategy will be adjusted.
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
