Abstract: Global trade has recovered significantly in
2017, with the growth rate of 5. 19% , reversing the down-
turn that the trade growth falling lower than the economic
growth in previous years. In 2017, China’s trade has strong-
ly recovered and is better than expected, increasing by
11.4% . China has kept on being the largest exporter and
second largest importer over the world. In 2017, China’s ex-
port rose by 7. 9% and import rose by 15. 9% . The report
analyzed the features and reasons of the rapid growth of
China’s trade in 2017 from the following perspectives: serv-
ice trade, commodity structure, types of merchandise
trade, country structure and provinces and areas fea-
tures.
