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Content Abstract

This paper is mainly to deal with the aspect which is
hardly concerned in the past artistic theory and artistic
history research from the overall relation of idea and art;
it is just to take the way and channel of idea constructing
artistic school and type as the object of research. The
central task of this paper is to prove and explain that
what kind of method is used by the idea created by
words and writing (such as philosophy, religion, literature
etc.) to construct the related artistic school and type
from non-existence to existence in the history of human
beings.This paper takes the Chinese Literati Painting,
the Chinese Revolutionary Art and the Classicism of
western art as examples, by combining history with logic,
from the angle of historical description and theoretical
construction to prove and explain that the idea created
by words does not only control image, which is visual
artistic creation, but also construct the related art school
and type, from the inner basis after human beings
entered civilized society, especially "Axis Times" as
Jaspers said. Based on the conclusion of this research,
the research methods of art history, and some popular
ideas in art theory are reflected and discriminated in
this paper. Considering the art idea of art self-discipline

sought by Modernism art and the Post-modernism
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art's creative method that equalling the idea with art,
which both are different from and even opposed to the
traditional realistic art, this paper further discusses the
paradoxes and problems resulted from the process of the
Modernism and Post-modernism arts resist controlling of
the idea created by words ( philosophy, literature etc. ),
including its positive meaning and value.
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
