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Secure a Decisive Victory in Building a Moderately Prosperous Society
in all Respects and Strive for the Great Success of Socialism with Chinese
Characteristics for a New Era, the report delivered by general secretary, Xi
Jinping, to the 19th National Congress of the Communist Party of China on
Oct 18, 2018, signified that socialism with Chinese characteristics has
entered a new era. With regard to the development of urbanization and
public services for migrants, the report pointed out that, “we will provide
extensive public employment services to open more channels for college
graduates and other young people as well as migrant rural workers to find
jobs and start their own businesses; we will improve the system for
supporting and caring for children, women, and elderly people left behind in
rural areas; we must remove institutional barriers that bloc the social
mobility of labor and talent and ensure that every one of our people has the
chance to pursue career througlt hard work; we will see that government
plays its function of adjusting redistribution, move faster to ensure equitable
access to basic public services and narrows the gaps in incomes; we will
create networks of cities and towns based on city clusters, enabling the
coordinated development of cities of different sizes and small towns, and
speed up work on granting permanent urban residency to people who move
from rural to urban areas; we must see that new industrialization, IT
application, urbanization, and agricultural modernization go hand in hand. ”
These are the new missions and requirements put forward by the Central
Committee of China Communist Party at the new historical starting point.

Migration has been a key issue and a significant factor of Chinese
population” s sustainable development. New characteristics and trends of

migrant population have posed new challenges to the services for migrants in
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the “new era” . In 2017, the former National Health and Family Planning
Commission conducted a national dynamic survey of China’ s migrants,
which is the 10th consecutive cross — sectional surveys since 2009, covering
549 thousand family members of 170 thousand migrant families, 45.9
thousand of whom were from the area of migrant destination. Apart from the
information of household member, employment, income and expenditures
and basic public services, this survey also investigated the risk factors of
priority diseases, and etc. Based on the survey data of 2017 and previous
waves, we have undertaken studies on special topics and compiled the
Report on China’ s Migrant Population Development (2018) . This report
reviews the 40 years’ migration process since reform and opening up,
putting emphasis on the topics of new — generation migrants, migrants’
employment and economic development in urban areas, migrant children and
return migrants, comparative analysis of migrants among different
metropolitan areas, health of migrants as well as related public policy. Since
2010, we have compiled and published Report on China’ s Migrant
Population Development annually, which have focused on major strategic
plan and key policy of development related to migrant population. Those
published reports, based on rich survey data and the in — depth analysis of
the changes and development of migrant population, put forward relevant
policy suggestions in order to promote equalization of basic public health
services and migrants’ social assimilation. The previous Reports on China’
s Migrant Population Development have received wide attention and
recognition from all — levels of government, research institutes, media and
the public. In this regard, we would like to express our gratitude to all the
interviewees, local government officials in health and family planning
department, scholars and experts and others who participated in the
execution and analysis of the national dynamic surveys of China’ s
migrants. We are looking forward to all the suggestions and comments from

our readers.
