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Abstract

The book 1is divided into six parts: General Report, Domestic Trade

Reports, Foreign Trade Reports, Investment Invitation Reports, Market
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Construction Reports and Special Study Reports. And there are 15 topics in the
book. The General Report summarized the operational dynamics, bright spots and
progress in the construction of major projects, analyzes the problems and
opportunities and challenges of Gansu business development. Put forward
countermeasure proposals for promoting domestic consumption and foreign trade in
Gansu commercial development. At the same time, we estimate the medium-term
development of the 13th five-year plan. The Domestic Trade Reports analyzed the
current situation and problems of consumer goods market dynamics,
accommodation and catering industry, wholesale and retail industry, e-commerce
and large-scale exhibition business in Gansu, then put forward the corresponding
development countermeasures. The Foreign Trade Reports analyzed and
summarized Gansu’s import and export, foreign trade base construction and puts
forward some countermeasures and suggestions also. The Investment Invitation
Reports made in-depth investigation and analysis on investment attraction,
utilization of foreign capital, overseas investment status and business environment
construction in Gansu. Then we offered countermeasures so as to invest and use
foreign capital and improve business environment. The Market Construction
Reports carried out an in-depth investigation and analysis mainly on construction of
supply chain system, logistics base construction and logistics industry development
and urban and rural market system construction under “Rural Vitalization” strategy
in Gansu. The Special Study Reports mainly about analysis and researches on
strategic orientation, progress and effects of Gansu integrating into “ South
Passage” , and financing problems of small, medium and micro business circulation
enterprises in Gansu province.

The book argues that the overall business of Gansu in 2018 showed the trend
of “4335” . Specifically, there are four significant changes in the domestic market,
three bright spots in foreign trade, three important shifts in two-way investment
and five major progress in channel logistics project construction. Now we face two
prominent problems, one is sluggish domestic trade demand and insufficient
consumption motivation, another one is widening external trade deficit and weak
export momentum. Three new tenses appear in commercial development that

domestic trade ushered in a new opportunity for development, a new crisis of
