Cairo is known for its overcrowded roads, irregular driving practices and shaky old
vehicles, but also for its air pollution. In recent months, though, environmental studies indicate
there have been signs of improvement. [5] That’s due in part to the removal of many of the
capital’s old-fashioned black and white taxis.

and were in a poor state of repair.
