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Abstract

The general report, General Development Situation of Civil
Aviation Industry in Guizhou, makes a brief review on the development
course and achievement obtained in 2013, this chapter discusses the role
of such industry in the economic and social development of Guizhou,
explores the new experience, idea and measures, and then presents the
route of development in the future.

The sub-report is lomposed of the following parts.

Air Passenger and Cargo Transportation, In this chapter, the
development of passenger and cargo transportation in Guizhou is
discussed, with an emphasis on such transportation in one main airport
and eight feeder airports. On that basis, the situation of passenger and
cargo transportation in Guiyang Airport and the feeder airports is analyzed
using such indicators as passenger throughput, cargo throughput and
aircraft movements.

Construction and Operation of Airports, The spacial layout of
“One Main Airport and Eight Feeder Airports”, which includes
Guiyang Longdongbao International Airport as the main airport and such
airports as Tongren Airport and Zunyi Airport as a supplement, is
discussed in this chapter. Such analysis is carried out with the emphasis
on such project as the 2nd stage of the construction of Guiyang

Longdongbao Airport and such issues as the safety, operation and
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service.

Non-aviation Business in Airports, This chapter briefly discusses the
overall situation of the structure of non-aviation business and present
situation of such business in Guizhou, analyzes the situation, features,
advantages and challenges faced by Guizhou Airports in 2013, and then
puts forward the relevant ideas of development in the coming years.

Enterprises in Air Transportation Industry, In this chapter, such
subject as the development of the base airlines, including Southern
Airline, Air China, China Express Airlines and Tianjin Airlines, is
discussed. A brief description regarding other shipping carrier is also
made.

Policy, Regulation and Environment, The discussions, from
national level, local level and industrial level, is carried out concerning
the relevant policies and regulations and the comparison of the
environment in Guizhou and in other provinces. The provinces
including Shanghai, Shandong, Henan, Shanxi, Yunnan, Guangxi and
Chongqing are selected for the purpose of comparison, where the
features and inspirations of such provinces are respectively discussed.

Role of Civil-aviation Industry in Guizhou in National Development
of Such Industry, This chapter discusses briefly the development of
national industry in 2013 from a macro perspective, compares the
development in Guizhou with that in the neighboring provinces, using
the core indicators concerning provincial main airports, and Guiyang
Airport with the airports at the same level, and discusses the role of
Civil-aviation industries in the industry at the national level.

An Outlook of Civil-aviation Industry, Focusing on the Main Tone of
“Accelerating Development, Accelerating Transformation and Promoting
Leaping-forward Development” put forward by Guizhou Provincial
Committee of the CPC, in order to ensure the strategic role of civil-

aviation development, this chapter discusses deeply the challenges and
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opportunities as well as the future and trend of such industry. A
prediction, concerning passenger throughput and cargo throughput in
the 13th Five-Year-Plan, is made using the Trend Method and
Comprehensive Method. The relevant suggestion is also made from both
internal and external perspectives.

Appendix 1 includes the relevant policies supporting the development
of civil-aviation industry on national and provincial level; Appendix 2

includes the major activities and events in such industry since 1949.
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
