Abstract

The subject of this research is the study of the cult of Buddhist Goddess Haritt and
development of her imagery in the history of Chinese Buddhism. The research method,
which this study is based on, combines together analysis of the imagery of Hariti with
systematization and examination of related written sources. Applying research methods
of iconography studies and combining it with strict textual criticism of related written
documents, it explores emergence and history of images related to Hariti and interprets
their meaning, thus describing the history of the cult of Haritt in China, the history of
transformation of this cult over time, its flourishing and its decline.

Through analysis of the imagery of Hariti and related written documents, this
study explores several contestable and problematic questions, related to the history of this
cult, such as: the Hariti statues in the Yungang and Gongxian Grottoes, relations
between the cult of HaritT and that of Bodhisattva Guanyin, the identity of the husband
of Haritt and so on. It also makes thorough research of issues, usually ignored by
modern scholarship, such as the history of this cult in Tibetan Buddhism and Yunnan.

As it could be concluded through analysis of various aspects of this cult, its
imagery and history, HarTti, not being a really popular goddesses, still had great
importance in the history of Chinese Buddhism. Through interpreting the history of the
cult of this once very important female goddess of Chinese Buddhism, we can clearly
see the process of sinicization of foreign Buddhist deities: how they came to China,
adapted to Chinese culture; how their cult coalesced with Chinese intellectual tradition,
and how they almost completely disappeared in the mighty flow of the river of Chinese

tradition.
