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THE TIBETAN NATIONALITY

The Tibetan nationality lives across the Tibetan Plateau and its surro-
unding mountain ranges, not only in the Tibet Autonomous Region itself but
also in Qinghai, Gansu, Sichuan and Yunnan Provinces. At present, they have
a population of about 387 million, and their language, which has its own
written form, belongs to the Tibeto-Burman subfamily of the Sino-Tibetan
language family.

The Tibetan people believe in a form of Buddhism commonly known as
Lamaism.

They love archery and to ride horses.

The Tibetan have many traditional festivals,of which the most important
are: the Luosa Festival or the Tibetan New Year, the Lantern Festival,
the Summons Festival, the Dama Festival, the Xuedun Festival, the Bath-
ing Festival, the Wangguo Festival and the Xiqueanque Festival. The 24th
day of the first lunar month according to the Tibetan calendar is the religi-
ous Molangdaojia Festival. During this festival which usually held in Lhasa,
there is a massive ceremony to send away the ghosts that is both hugh
and a fine spectacle.
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In ancient times, there was a skillful doctor
named Yutuo who lived on the grasslands. He
could cure every difficult and complicated ill-
ness.
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The King of Tibet, Chisongdezan, appointed Yu-
tuo imperial doctor to treat himself, the Queen
and the imperial concubines. Although Yutuo
lived in the palace, he still often thought of the
common people on the grasslands.
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One year, a terrible sickness spread through the

grasslands. Yutuo was very worried. He climbed
snowy mountains and went into deep forests to
collect special plants to cure the poor herdsmen

of their sickness.
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He was busy running about the grasslands day
and night and cured many dying patients. His
name was always on the lips of the herdsmen,

and he was respectfully called a doctor king.
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Unfortunately, Yutuo broke down from over-
work and died young.
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A few years later, there was again a terrible

sickness on the grasslands. People and animals
died one after another. The herdsmen could do
nothing but kneel down and pray to Heaven.
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As it happened, a dying woman had a dream in
which Yutuo came to her.
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Doctor Yutuo told her, “Tomorrow evening,
when a bright star rises in the southeast skyv, you
will be cured if you take a bath in the Jiqu
River.
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The next evening, the woman went to the Jiqu
River and had a bath in the light of the stars.
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Strangely , the skinny patient suddenly recovered
and became a healthy and strong person after
having her bath.
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The news soon got around, and all the sick peo-
ple came to bath in the Jiqu River. After having

a bath, all of them recovered.
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It is said that Doctor Yutuo had been changed in-
to the bright star. He had turned the river water
into a curing liquid by the light of the bright star
in order to get rid of the sickness among the
herdsmen.
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Since the Heavenly Emperor had given Doctor

Yutuo only seven days a year to cure the herds-
men, the star only rises for one week each year.
Afterwards, the Tibetan people designated these
seven days as the “Bathing Festival”.

very year in the late summer or early autumn,
bright star rises in the southeastern sky of
Jhasa, and the Bathing Festival begins.
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For seven days, Tibetans usually have a bath in
the nearby rivers. It is said that one will be hap-
py and healthy all year long after taking a bath
during the Bathing Festival.
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THE MONGOLIAN NATIONALITY

The Mongolian nationality is distributed over a wide region in Inner
Mongolia, Liaoning and Gansu Provinces across northern China, with a
small group residing down in Yunnan Province. They have a population of
about 3.41 | million, and their language belongs to the Mongolian subfamily
of the Altaic language family.

The Mongolian nationality has a long cultural tradition. Its distinctive
style and characteristics can be seen in its architecture, painting, sculpture,
music, songs and dances, as well as in its oral and written literature, such
as fairy tales, heroic epics, Haolaibao (a kind of singing art), and biographi-
es. The Mongolian grasslands have been praised as “a sea of song” and “a
region of poetry”.

The major traditional festival of the Mongolian nationality is the annual
Nadamu (a Mongolian word meaning “recreation”) which is usually celebrated
in the slack season between June and September. During the festival, there
are wrestling matches, archery contests, horse races, performances of songs
and dances and other games, as well as a lively trade fair.
