Abstract

The 2016 — 2017 Cultural Industry Development Report of Guizhou takes the
thinking of the development of Guizhou’s cultural industry during the 13th Five-
Year Plan period as the theme, which consists of general articles, specific research
articles, case studies and memorabilia.
