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Abstract

This report is the research results from 2018 to 2019 of the Beijing Population
Research Institute, the Beijing Population and Social Development Research
Center and the Sociology Department of Party School of Beijing Municipal
Committee of C.P. C. (Beijing Administrative Institute) . The book is divided
into three parts: the general report, the sub report and the special report. This
report, based on the data and information released by relevant departments of Beijing
municipal government, Statistics Bureau and Civil Affairs Bureau, combined with
the in-depth investigation and research conducted by the authors of this book, based
on the current situation and trend of population development in Beijing, has carried
out in-depth research on the problems of urban social governance, the positive
response to population aging, the coordination of Beijing —Tianjin —Hebei and the
new pattern of urban space under the construction of sub-centers. Finally, the
countermeasures and suggestions are given.

According to the population change of Beijing in 2018, the general report
summarizes the four major characteristics of population development in Beijing,
four new situations of population optimization in Beijing, and puts forward
countermeasures and suggestions for improving population in the new era according
to the five challenges of population development in Beijing.

There are four sub reports in total, which use relevant data to study the new
situation of floating population, elderly population and regional population change
in Beijing, summarize the characteristics and laws of population change, and lay
the foundation for further in-depth study.

There are ten special reports, focusing on the “three themes” to study the hot
spots and key issues of Beijing’s population development. Firstly, around the topic
of “population change and urban social governance”, papers describe the status of

population change and policy migration in Beijing, and the related urban
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development and governance issues. Secondly, around the topic of “population
aging and response”, papers discuss the supply of elder care services in Beijing,
analyze the return mechanism and support policies of social capital’s participation in
elder care services, and draw lessons from domestic and foreign elder care service
models. Thirdly, around the topic of “Beijing experience and practice” , based on
the relevant policies of Beijing’s population development, papers introduce the
policies and practices of Xicheng District’s block renewal, summarize the
experience of grass-roots governance innovation, and comb the related practice of
Beijing’s population development.

Over the past year, Beijing has deeply pondered the question of “what kind
of capital to build and how to build the capital” . Taking the development of the
population as the cornerstone, we will continue to implement new development
concepts and promote high-quality development, so that Beijing will move toward

a world-class harmonious and livable capital.
