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Personal Introduction

Zhao Jiping, composer, professor, doctorial tutor, is the current president of Chinese
Musicians Association, the president of Shanxi Association of Literature and Art, the
president of Xi’an Conservatory of Music, the president of Chinese Academy of Movie
and Music, the deputy and member of the chair to the 11" and 12", National People's
Congress, and the national expert with outstanding contribution. He successively held
the posts of the vice-president of Shanxi Traditional Opera Research Institute, the
head of Shanxi Song and Dance Theatre and the deputy to the 15" National People’s
Congress of the Communist Party of China.

Over the years, Zhao has created a host of music works of excellence, which embrace
Symphony No. 1, Symphony No.2-Ode to Peace, symphonic poem Farewell My
Concubine, symphony picture Sunbird, symphonic suite Courtyard of Family Qiao,
cello concerto Zhuang Zhou's Dream, Chinese traditional orchestral music 7he Festive
Overture, and Silk Road Fantasia Suite, erhu concerto The True Hearted and Follow
the Pagoda Tree to Get the Root of Our Ancestor; dance-drama The Blossom, orchestral
Peking opera Women Generals of the Yang Family, chamber music The Moon over
the Guan Mountain, the songs Jiangnan, Fading Affection, etc.

Zhao also compose for movies and TV series. The movies he has composed music
for are “Yellow Earth’, ‘Red Sorghum’, “The Story of Qiu Ju’, ‘Raise the Red lantern’,
‘JuDou’, and ‘Farewell to My Concubine’, ‘Mei Lan Fang’, ‘Confucius’; and the TV
series include ‘Outlaws of the Marsh’, “The Grand Mansion Gate’, ‘Courtyard of Family
Qiao’ (the legend of a Shanxi Merchant), ‘Romans of Three Kingdoms’ (new edition),
etc. He has won the ‘Golden Rooster A wards’ (Chinese Movie Award) for the Best
Music Award twice, the Best Music Award at the France Nantes International Movie
Festival, the Excellent Music Award and Outstanding Contribution Award at the ‘Flying
Apsaras Awards’ (Chinese TV Series Award), the Best Music Award at the ‘Golden
Eagle Awards’ (Chinese TV Series Award) four times, the ‘Chinese Gold Record’ for
Artistic Achievement Award and Twenty-Century Chinese Classic Award, etc.

Zhao develops a school of his own in the field of composing. He is well-known as
a composer with Chinese style, national traditional spirit and ethos, and one of the most

active Chinese composers in the world music circles.
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Introduction of the Works

The Symphony of Fengyasong is a Large-scale National Orchestra Music composed by
composer Zhao Jiping, who devoted a whole year in his work. This composition is commissioned
by China Federation of Literary and Art Circles and Chinese Musicians Association. Bearing the
respect and admiration for Chinese traditional culture, this great piece of music selected some of
the representative chapters from the Book of Songs, the earliest poetry collection in China, and the
Tang Poetry and created with a high sense of cultural responsibility.

The work contains five movements, Prelude: Odes to the Temple and the Altar, Guan Ju (Loving
bird), Xuan Niao (Struggling bird), You Lan Cao (Virtues of the Silent Orchid) and Guo Feng
(National style). The composer salutes the excellent traditional Chinese culture with his unique

ethnic music language through different ways of expressions.
