Surface
frames in China-Africa family are help frame and brother frame etc., service frame and cooperation
frame etc. in China-Africa journey. Help frame activates compassionate moral values, brother frame
exhibits family responsibility value; service frame embodies “idea of moral and profit”, stick to
cooperation and win-win represents collectivism etc. This paper proves the feasibility of political
text analysis with appraisal theory and framing theory.
