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ABSTRACT

2018 is a crucial year for the development of higher education. In this
year, General Secretary Xi Jinping delivered a “5.2 speech”, the National
Education Conference was convened, and the CPC Central Committee and
the State Council issued the “Opinions on Comprehensively Deepening the
Reform of the Teaching Team Construction in the New Era”. The“double
first-class construction of colleges and universities ” have taken many new
measures. Improving the quality and promoting the connotative development of
higher education have become the consensus in the field of higher
education. This marks a new stage in the modernization of education in
China’s higher education.

In this context, public opinion on higher education also showed corres-
ponding characteristics. From January 1st to December 31st, 2018, Higher
Education Communication and Public Opinion Monitoring Research Center
of the Communication University of China (hereinafter referred to as the
“Research Center”) monitored 47,647 pieces of information on higher edu-
cation public opinion through the CUCHEPOMS system. On this basis,
the Research Center studied and edited the “Chinese Higher Education
Public Opinion Report (2019)” (hereinafter referred to as the “Report”),
which is the fifth consecutive year that the Research Center has developed a
public opinion report on China’s higher education.

Based on the public opinion big data monitored by the Research
Center's Higher Education Public Opinion Monitoring System, the
“Report” studies the development trends and hot events of Chinese higher

education public opinion in 2018, and forms nine major special reports
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about public opinion on higher education such as policies and management,
quality evaluation, teacher development, discipline construction, college
students, university talent cultivation, ideological and political education,
higher education anti-corruption, and foreign education. According to the
monitoring data of 2018,in the nine major topics, “college students”, “dis-
cipline construction” and “policies and management” rank the top three,
and the three together account for nearly 70% of the total number of public
opinion on higher education, We can see that media and the public stress
have paid close attention to college students, discipline construction and poli-
cies and management. From the distribution of monthly data, the highest data of
public opinion on higher education in 2018 is in June, and the lowest is in De-
cember, The monthly distribution characteristics of public opinion information
are basically the same. From the analysis of geographical distribution in 2018,
the data on higher education in Beijing is still the highest, not only the total a-
mount, but also for every special report.

The “Report” is divided into two parts. The first part is the general re-
port, including the 2018 Chinese Higher Education Public Opinion Report,
the 2018 Chinese Key University Network Public Opinion Analysis Report,
and the 2018 Top Ten Hot Events Analysis on Chinese Higher Education
Public Opinion. The second part is the special report, which is divided into
nine major topics; policies and management, quality evaluation, teacher
development, discipline construction, college students, university talent
cultivation, ideological and political education, higher education anti-cor-
ruption, and foreign education. The special report analyzes the data of
higher education public opinion for different topics, and analyzes 3-4 key
public opinion events in detail, and conducts a more in-depth analysis of its
public opinion trend and handling level. It provides data support and
decision making for the education administrative department, university
management department, higher education public opinion researchers and

higher education researchers.
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
