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Abstract

For a long time, the party and the state have attached great importance to
the ideological and political work of colleges and universities, so formulating and
promulgating many policy documents on how to facilitate ideological and political
work in colleges. Especially since the enactment of reform and opening up policy,
the Party Central Committee and the government have promoted the enrichment and
improvement of ideological and political education policies in accordance with the
requirements of the time and the developing situation, equipping the development
of 1deological and political education in colleges and universities with a good policy
environment. In recent years, the study of ideological and political education policy
has received more and more attention. Many scholars have examined the evolvement
of ideological and political education in colleges and universities from the perspective
of policy, which provided new insight into the research on ideological and political
education in colleges and universities.

Since the 18th CPC National Congress, China’ s economic, political, cultural,
social, ecological and other aspects have undergone new changes, thus helping to
give birth to a new situation of socialist modernization with Chinese characteristics,
leading China into a new era of the well-off society building in an all-round way and
realizing the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation. The innovative development of
ideological and political education policies in colleges and universities in the new era
is inseparable from past policy experiences and lessons. For the part of the formulation
of scientific and effective ideological and political education policies in colleges and
universities, the exploration of the rules, experiences and lessons based on historical
evolution of ideological and political education policies in colleges and universities

since the reform and opening up is of essential theoretical and practical significance.
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With the historical evolution of ideological and political education policy in
colleges and universities centered around as the research object, in line with the
fundamental theory of ideological and political education and the policy theory,
adhering to the guidance of dialectical materialism and historical materialism, taking
into consideration the evolution of ideological and political education policies in
colleges and universities since the reform and opening up and analyzing the policy
content in different historical stages, this book dissects the main characteristics,
internal logic, basic laws, influencing factors, main experiences and existing
problems of the progression of ideological and political education policies in colleges
and universities from the perspective of policy changes and then proffers enlightenment
for the improvement and optimization of ideological and political education policies in
the new era.

The first chapter discusses the basic connotation and research basis of the
ideological and political education policy of colleges and universities. Premised upon
this, it analyzes the ideological and political education policy texts from the 40—year—
old enactment of reform and opening up on both the quantitative and qualitative levels
for the sake of realizing the overall grasp and understanding of the ideological and
political education policies in colleges and universities since the reform and opening
up.

The second chapter systematically sorts out the historical trajectory of the
evolution of ideological and political education policy in colleges and universities
since the reform and opening up, which is divided into four stages: the recovery and
reconstruction stage ( 1978—1991 ), the enrichment and development stage ( 1992-
2003 ), the reform and improvement stage ( 2004-2011 ) and the innovation and
quality—improvement stage (2012-2018 ). It will also make factual description and
value judgment of and on policy norms in the ideological and political education policy
texts of colleges and universities form three respective dimensions, namely main
policy content, policy implementation effect and policy characteristics.

The third chapter makes a theoretical analysis of the evolution of ideological and
political education policy in colleges and universities since the reform and opening

up, probing into the main characteristics, internal logic and basic laws of policy
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evolution.

The fourth chapter focuses on the analysis of political system, economic system,
cultural values, government, university students, policy issues, policy objectives,
policy tools and other factors that influence the evolution of ideological and political
education policies in colleges and universities from the angles of environmental
factors, policy actors and policy attributes.

The fifth chapter conscientiously summarizes the main experiences and existing
problems in the evolution of ideological and political education policies in colleges
and universities since the reform and opening up, providing instruction for further
adjustment and optimization of ideological and political education policies in colleges
and universities and paving the way for the advancement of ideological and political
education in colleges and universities.

The main conclusions of the thesis are: There is a virtuous interaction between
the evolvement of ideological and political education policy of colleges and universities
and the development of ideological and political education in colleges and universities
in the past 40 years. On the one hand, the achievement of ideological and political
education in colleges and universities is indivisible from the guidance, regulation and
guarantying function of a series of policies; on the other hand, the systematization
and scientification of ideological and political education policies in colleges and
universities also benefit from the continuous burgeoning of the theory and practice of
ideological and political education in colleges and universities. With the development
of ideological and political education in colleges and universities, policy evolution
is in harmony with the development of times and has obvious linkage effect with the
economic, political and cultural development in different times; Under the influence
of different factors, the ideological and political education policy of colleges and
universilies presents a complicated characteristic; The policy evolution of ideological
and political education in colleges and universities has obvious characteristics: the
mandatory and gradual change led by the government, the restriction of the national
political situation and the central task, the direct influence of the actual ideological
and political situation of college students and the practice of ideological and political

education in colleges and universities; The driving force of policy evolution is the
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contradictory movement between policy demand and policy supply, which always
follows the logical sequence of "policy imbalance — policy demand — policy supply
— policy equilibrium"; The policy evolution of ideological and political education in
colleges and universities shows the interactive rule of "change" and "invariability";
Since the enactment of reform and opening up policy, the development of ideological
and political education in colleges and universities has accumulated rich policy
experience and left a valuable policy legacy. Of course, there are some problems in
the process of evolution, the main reasons are "inertia" of policies, the lag of policy
evolution characterized by "gradual progress", and the failure to strictly follow the
procedural requirements of policy making; Under new circumstances, summing
up the laws, roles and values of policies, learning from experience, promoting the
scientification, disciplinization, institutionalization, legalization, nationalization and
internationalization of ideological and political education policies will help to achieve
the purposiveness and regularity of ideological and political education policies and
ideological education in colleges and universities.
