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Do animals have a culture? What do we mean by “culture” ? Re-
cently social scientists have begun to ask if culture is found just in
humans, or if some animals have a culture too. When we speak of
culture, we mean a way of life that a group of people have in com-
mon. Culture is the forms of behavior (7% ) that help people to live
together. It is also the forms of behavior that make one group of
people different from another group.

Human beings use tools, cooperate with one another, and
communicate with language. But these aspects( /571 ) of human
behavior, or “culture” , can also be found in the lives of certain
animal. Animals can make tools, for example. We used to think
that the ability to use tools was the dividing line between human
beings and other animals.
