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Abstract

During the 13th Five-Year Plan period, Shanghai conscientiously implements
the central government’s decision-making and deployment, takes the brand of
“Shanghai Culture ” as the starting point, sticks to the socialist cultural
development road with Chinese characteristics, vigorously promotes the spirit of the
city, highlights the city character, activates the “Source” and strengthens the
“Wharf” , enhances the city’s cultural soft power, and promotes the construction of
an international cultural metropolis to a new level. The 14th Five-Year Plan period
is the first five years for China to embark on a new journey of fully building a mod-
ern socialist country and marching toward accomplishing the two centenary goals af—
ter fully building a moderately prosperous society and realizing the first Centennial
goal.

In November 2019, President Xi Jinping made the remark “The cities are
built by the people and are for the people” and the concept of urban governance
during an inspection tour in Yangpu Binjiang public space in Shanghai. The impor-
tant thesis of the “people-centered” socialist essence has been fully expressed in
China’s urban construction. The theme of this year’s cultural development report is
“Shanghai’s cultural development in the 14th Five—Year Plan period”. Based on the
in-depth understanding of the spirit of the fifth plenary session of the 19th Central
Committee of the Communist Party of China as well as the concept of people’s city
construction, this report analyzes the opportunities, advantages, and challenges in
Shanghai’s cultural development, makes a judgment of the orientation and direction

of Shanghai’s cultural construction in the period of the 14th Five-Year Plan, and
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proposes some forwarddooking and targeted development paths.

The book is divided into four major sections: General Report, Trend Judg-
ments, Focused Topics, and Comparative and Reference Study. The General
Report “People’s City Construction and Shanghai’s Cultural Development during the
14th Five-Year Plan Period ” systematically discusses the cultural mission of
people’s city construction, the background and trend of cultural development during
the 14th Five-Year Plan period, the main dimensions of contemporary urban
cultural innovation and the basic connotation of high—quality development of
Shanghai’s culture. On this basis, it puts forward some suggestions for the main
path of Shanghai’s cultural innovation and development in the 14th Five-Year Plan
period. The “Trend Judgments” section makes a comprehensive and systematic
evaluation of the construction effect of Shanghai as an international cultural metrop—
olis. Through the horizontal comparative analysis with New York, London, and
other international metropolises as well as the vertical diachronic comparative analy—
sis of Shanghai’s urban cultural construction, it accurately grasps the achievements
and shortcomings of Shanghai’s international cultural metropolis construction, to
provide macro strategy and specific measures for Shanghai Cultural construction in
the 14th Five-Year Plan period or even longer.

The “Focused Topics” section concentrates on the integration of culture and
tourism in Shanghai, deeply analyzes the resource advantages and industrial basis
of cultural tourism integration in Shanghai, pays special attention to some key
issues such as the synergetic development of red cultural heritage, the interactive
relationship between the cultural scene characteristics and creative industry agglom—
eration in Shanghai urban renewal, and the governance system construction of new
forms of cultural tourism. It is proposed that using cultural industry to enhance the
level of the tourism industry and using the tourism industry to expand the space of
cultural industry will make greater contributions for the energy level of the industry

and city in Shanghai during the 14th Five—Year Plan period. The “Comparative and
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Abstract

Reference Study” section selects the cultural construction cases of Richmond,
Tokyo, Nuremberg, and London, systematically combs the harmonious coexistence
of Richmond’s multi—culture, the trend and characteristics of the development of
Tokyo’s cultural and creative industry, the “social culture” policy of Nuremberg as
well as the main experience of the construction of London as a creative city. By
comparing and analyzing the cultural trends behind different development paths,
this section tries to find out the similarities that can be used for reference, to pro—
vide useful suggestions for the prosperity and development of Shanghais culture

during the 14th Five—Year Plan period.
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
