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Bronze Parasol with a Standing Ox

The bronze parasol is in the shape of an upside-down pot, decorated
with parallel lines on the top surface and a circle of mesh pattern around. A
standing ox sculpture is welded in the center of the top. When the parasol was
unearthed, skull fragments and tooth were found under it, which infers that
the parasol was placed at the head end of the wooden coffin or propped on the

head of the deceased during burial.
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Spearhead Wolf-toothed Club

Warring States Period
Excavated from Lijiashan Tomb Groups, Jiangchuan
Length 28cm, Width 4cm, Diameter 2.8cm

The weapon is a combination of spearhead and wolf-toothed club. It is octagonal in shape with
neatly arranged conical spines on its surface. At the front of the club, a spearhead is made with a
drum-shaped base underneath. This kind of weapon is multifunctional, in addition to hitting, it can be

used for stabbing forward, which is peculiar to the ancient Dian Kingdom.
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Long Neck Bronze Bottle with
Bronze-drum-shaped Lid

Warring States Period
Excavated from Shizhaishan Tomb Groups, Jinning

Height 17.5cm, Belly diameter 12cm

The bottle was used for holding wine. It has a bronze-drum-shaped lid, straight
mouth, slim and long neck, round belly and flat bottom. The bottle was often used in

sacrificial rituals and entertainment events.
