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Jingdezhen is at the border of the ancient Wu and Chu, a small basin surrounded by mountains. The Changjiang
River, originated in Mt. Huang, goes by the city to join the main river course via the Poyang Lake. History has it that
Xinping, the former name of Jingdezhen, began making porcelain in Han dynasty (206BC-220AD). It was called
Changnan or Taoyang in Tang dynasty. In 1004, the first year of Jingde,emperor Zhenzong’s reign title of Song
dynasty, the place acquired its present name from the emperor’s title as a reward for its outstanding porcelain
making. In the 14th century, the middle part of the Ming dynasty, official kilns were set up in the place to make royal
porcelain utensils, and the place became center of porcelain industry in the nation, and ever since the capital of

porcelain industry in China.
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The history of porcelain making in Jingdezhen can be traced back to Han dynasty
(206BC-220AD). 1700 years ago, when porcelain industry was initiating in China at
the end of Eastern Han, Jingdezhen was already a place with considerable porcelain

production.

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Gaoling used to be the major source of materials for
porcelain making, and the name “Kaolin™ has been commonly
used internationally in the clay mineralogy as the material
for porcelain making. The clay in Gaoling was excavated for
porcelain making since Yuan Dynasty, and Gaoling was the
major clay supplier for more than 200 years. Dozens of tablets,
pagodas, paths, mill-tailings and the elutriating pitches are
still reserved today. Heaps of snow-white mill-tailings make
a splendid scene. It is the Mecca for porcelain makers the

world over.
