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flared skirt
Thisskirtisfuller than the A-line skirt and the wai st measurement
remains the same but more fullnessis added at the hem
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gored skirt

A gore can be shaped at the sides to remove the necessity for
darts and add fullness at the hem. A gored skirt can have three,
four, five, six, seven, eight or more gores.
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circular skirt

A full circleskirt normally cut astwo half circles. Oneand ahalf,
two or three circles may be used. No dartsis a feature of the
construction.

straight fitted skirt
This skirt has a high, bandless, faced waist with darts.

trumpet sKkirt
The' gored’ panelsfit from waist to hip then flare out to the
hem creating a trumpet effect.

gored skirt with godets
The godet’ isatriangular piece of fabric set into aseam to create
even moreflare.

broomstick skirt
An ankle-length skirt made in fine fabric to allow for the
gathering, hanging straight.




wrap-over skirt /surplice
A skirt that wraps across the front reaching the side seam and
fastening at the waistline.

bubble skirt
Based on Turkish trousers, the skirt has aband at the hem which
restricts the movement of the bemline.
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bias cut skirt

Thisskirt iscut out with the pattern lying at 45 degreeto thewarp
and weft. Woven fabric has slightly stretchy properties at this
angle and so allows for a better fit.

jeans styling skirt
The denim jean has influenced this skirt by using topstitched
seams, the jeans pocket and fly front fastener.

barrel / pegged skirt
First seen in the hobble skirts itisfull at the top and tapered at
the hem.




dirndl skirt
A rectangular fabric is gathered up and held with a waistband.
It has no fixed shape and is similar to the broomskirt.

cheongsam
Of Chinese origin, itisalong, tight skirt that isdlit dmost to the

hip at side.

puffball skirt
The fabric is folded in half and both edges are held by the
waistband, thereby the fold in the fabric becoming the hem.
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fishtail skirt

A sKkirt that is shorter in the front than the back. It is often knee
length in front and reaches the ground at the back, popular in the
1930s.

handkerchief skirt
Thisskirtismadeby alarge square with aholein the centre. The
waistband is attached and the hem hangsin points.




pareo
A rectangular piece of fabric wrapped around the body and tied
in aknot. Thefabric often has an exotic print or pattern. It is of
Polynesian origin.

sarong
Similar to the pareo but much longer, this skirt consists of fabric
about four meters long, sewn together at both ends to form a
large tube. It iswrapped around the hips and tucked into a sash.

tennis skirt
A short full skirt suspended from ayoke, It can be worn during
tennis and other similar sports.

petal skirt
A sirtiscut out in shaped layersto resemblethe petals of aflower.

ra-ra skirt
Theskirtismade by yoke and gathered body. The body split into
two tiers.




tiered skirt with ruffles
The three tiers are separate and hang from the waistband
respectively. There are no gathers just circular cut ruffles.

peplum skirt
Thisisastraight skirt with the peplum held in the waistband.

feile mor

This skirt consists of a band of fabric approximately 2 meter
long folded lengthways into pleats. The wearer then wraps part
of thefabric around her waist and fixesit with abelt. The rest of
the fabric is draped around the upper part of the body, fixed to
one shoulder and allowed to fall down the back.

pleat skirt
The pleats are placed wherever the designer wants them to
appear. They can be asymmetrical and any type of pleat.




pleated tennis skirt
A sunray pleated short skirt, with astripe running along the hem
asaborder. It is used for tennis and other sports.

skating skirt
A very short sports skirt meant for skating, it has unpressed box
pleats and iscircular in cut. Generally it is worn with tights.

crystal pleated skirt
A skirt isfull with very fine pleats. These pleats are permanent
for thelife of the garment.

kilt

A garment from the Scottish Highlands. Madein tartan and with
knife pleats and a self fringe. The kilt pin is an accessory for
holding the wrap in place.

tiered skirt
The top of each panel is gathered to fit the bottom of the next.
Contrasting fabrics can draw attention to the tiers.
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sunray pleated skirt

The pleat gradually gets wider towards the hem of the garment.
Each pleat isidentical and isof awedge shape and is permanently
pressed.

prairie skirt
This skirt is of American western style with a tiered body
hanging from afitted yoke. The yoke has a button-through front.

box pleated skirt

The skirt fabric is split and inserted with contrasting material
pieces. The pieces are then folded evenly so that the original
splits meet edge to edge.

bustle skirt

Thisskirt iscreated by draping fabric with no artificial supports.
The base of the skirt isa dirndl and the top is a piece of cloth
which isfolded and draped.
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hula/grass skirt
A traditional Hawaiian skirt is made of grass and can be worn
by both sexes.

balayeuse/sweeper’s skirt
The skirt has an underskirt with afinely pleated border called a
dust ruffle.
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polonaisc skirt

Popular in the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries, the skirt is
pulled up on cords into decorative swags or festoons to reveal
an underskirt made in the same fabric.

tablier/apron with train
The bustle skirts of the1860s were draped up towards the back.
The overskirt was usually open at the front forming an apron.

“ aro”

vertugado skirt with aro
The skirt is bell shaped and originates from Spain. Cane strips
cdled aro’ areinserted at regular intervalsto maintain the shape.
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Trousers

shorts skirt
Full, gathered shorts having the appearance of a skirt.

Gaucho
The uniform trousers of the Argentinian cowboy are very
popular among roomen. They are quite wide in the leg.
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hot pants

The name s given to sports shorts, popular in the early 1970s
designed by Mr Freedom, the Pop Art designer, specialised in
creating fun clothes.

worksuit

The same principle as the jumpsuit, but here more femininein
the styling. The pleats and blouson effect are used for the
comfort when bending and stretching.
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culottes

This garment has the appearance of a skirt, normally is
described as a divided skirt. It was devised in the 1930s
before shorts were acceptable for women.

bodysuit/cat suit
A complete cover that hugs the body, made in a stretch fabric.

bloomers

The full trousers meant for women are gathered in above the
ankles and at the waist and were named from the American
reformer, A. J. Bloomer.
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Capri pants
The trousers that finished at mid calf level and were quite fit-
ted with adlit at each side seam, were once, popular in the1950's.

trouser skirt
The kind of the trousers are normal trousers with a second top
layer forming a skirt effect.
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
