I . Topic Proposal

II. Main Content and Innovation

?' way. The feature of the research is to use the utility theory of economics to explain

r the regularity of employment utility, and for the first time to discuss that one’ s

employment utility variable is subdivided into economic value, development val-

'ue , security value and emotion value. The selection of everyone’ s employment re-

source should be allocated reasonably during present and future employment, and
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on this basis, the short-period and long-period employment selection formulas are
put forward as to achieve the maximization of employment utility. Meanwhile , it
discusses three reemployment selection formulas and N times of employment utili-
ty accumulation, all of great reference value in the entire employment cycle of an
employee.

How do we accumulate employment utility? This research analyzes that peo-
ple are in different accumulation periods of employment utility. In the preparation
period of employment utility, one should confirm one’ s specialty according to in-
dustrial development directions and keep the universality of the onward direction ,
and then confirm one’ s profession according to market competitions, emphasize
the particularity of the operation process and create the best investment of human
resource; in the development period of employment utility, one should well un-
derstand market employment competition rules and put forward harmonious em-
ployment development formula; in the maturity period of employment utility, one
should avoid mid-age employment crisis and call for all-round employment devel-
opment formula; in the declining period of employment utility, one should expand
employment utility scale by making use of employment cost reduction rules.

Chapter One Employment Utility

This chapter mainly explains two basic theories of employment utility selec-
tions. The long-period employment selection formula helps people allocate individ-
ual employment resources during present and future employment, and the short-
period employment selection formula helps people differentiate the importance and
urgency of employment with marginal utility during present employment, so as to
achieve a balance in employment utility.

Chapter Two Employment Utility Accumulation

On this basis, it analyzes that employees are in four periods of employment ‘?
utility accumulation, namely, the preparation period, the development period, »

the maturity period and the declining period, and goes further to discuss how to

achieve the maximization of N times of employment accumulation utility in life. ‘

Meanwhile, this research is of great social value. Combined with present em-
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ployment policies and environment, it analyzes three popular topics related to em-
ployment that the state pays great attention, that is, employment utility of univer-
sity graduates, of vulnerable groups and of migrant rural workers, as well as em-
ployment utility accumulation of the three.

The social application part is subdivided into three chapters:

Chapter Three University Graduate Employment Utility

This chapter mainly analyzes university graduates’ employment expectation
and preference under present employment policies and environment, as well as
existing problems and affecting factors in employment utility. It analyzes how uni-
versity graduates achieve employment utility maximization and utility accumula-
tion under present employment policies and environment, with four different em-
ployment selections of university graduates, namely, self-employment, civil serv-
ant, national 3 +1 supports, etc.

Chapter Four Vulnerable Group Employment Utility

This chapter mainly analyzes labor market’ s vulnerable groups’ employment
expectation and preference under present employment policies and environment ,
as well as existing problems and affecting factors in employment utility. It analyzes
how university graduates achieve employment utility maximization and utility ac-
cumulation under present employment policies and environment, with different
employment selections of vulnerable groups, namely, flexible employment, pub-
lic welfare position, self-employment, etc.

Chapter Five Migrant Rural Worker Employment Utility

This chapter mainly analyzes migrant rural workers’ employment expectation
and preference under present employment policies and environment, as well as
existing problems and affecting factors in employment utility. It analyzes how uni-
versity graduates achieve employment utility maximization and utility accumula-
tion under present employment policies and environment, with different employ-
ment selections of migrant rural workers, namely, labor dispatch, town and town-
ship enterprise position, farm work back home, etc.

. Research Methods

This research mainly adopts some academic systems and research methods of
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economics, labor economics and employment behavior theories. It uses indiffer-
ence curve and equal-marginal principle to analyze everyone’s employment utili-
ty, discusses about leading theories of employment economics, explains and rea-
sons main employment modes of today’s Chinese employees, and analyzes the
employment utility of every employment mode in detail.

1. Model Analysis Method

This research adopts indifference model analysis method of economics, and
abstracts employment utility variable into two major variables, such as economic
value and development value, so as to form different employment combinations for
individuals. On this basis, it searches for different employment balance state of
given employment ability restriction and indifference curve, so as to achieve the
maximization of employment utility.

2. Empirical Analysis Method

It bases on empirical method and its result, supported by typical survey in-
formation, to analyze varied employment modes. This research also uses career u-
tility evaluation of labor economics to analyze the utility of each employment be-
