Dynasties and Chinese Buddhist Scriptures’ influence on friction creation

Abstract

Buddhism had been desseminated towards the east in the
meanwhile blended with Chinese traditional culture for several
centuries until it played an important role in the society during the
Sui and Tang Dynasties. During this period the Buddhist Scrip-
tures had been translated completely and become an active element
that spurred on narrative literature of this period to develop. In
the academic circles the research on integrating them together be-
gan very early but attained little. The important breahthrough in
the field could be seldom found out. In the thesis’preface the pre-
sent situation of the theme will be reviewed home and abroad in
modern times. I pronounced in the proface that the Buddhism ele-
ment in the fictions and legends of the Sui and Tang Dynasties
would be trimmed and digged wholly deeply and systematically
so as to show the influential result of the cultural blending be-
tween India and china on the fictionc of the Sui and Tang Dynas-
ties. The main body of the thesis is to practise it. There are seven
chapters besides the preface.

In the first chapter the developping trendency of Buddhism
during the Sui and Tang Dynasties is summatized. In this chapter

I scanned Buddhism’s formal and present situation during this pe-
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riod and expounded Confucian Buddhism and Taoism’s construc-
tion systematically the translation of Buddhist Scriptures and
dessemination of Buddhism during the Sui and Tang Dynasties

the Buddhism conception had been accepted by most people so
that the Buddhism lores could be propagated among the people
and could exercise influences on the fictions’creation in the course
of the Sui and Tang Dynasties.

In the second chapter from such an angle of folk belief folk
customs of Sui Tang and Five Dynasties the fact that Buddhism
influenced the social life will be disclosed. At this time the espe-
cial background that the conception of Buddhism had peroaded
over all the parts of the society also influenced the writers’creative
practise of that period.

In the third chapter such a fact was demonstrated that the
scolar’s spiritual life creative thought and context were influ-
enced by the scolar’s contaction with monks and frequent visiting
the temples through many details on the angle of the scolars and
literati’s understanding of Chan.

In the forth chapter In relationship between friction and
Buddhism “ Su Jang” and® Bianxiang” spurred on the Chinese
Buddhist scriptures to relate with frictions in order to explain
Buddhism’s influence on friction creation.

In the fifth chapter the main body of the article such a fact
will be mainly proved that Chinese Buddhism Scriptures exercised
influences on the context of the fictions in the course of Sui Tang

and Five Dynasties. the fictions during the Sui and Tang Dynas-
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ties will be studied so that the Buddhism lores could be enumerat-
ed and traced back. In the article some fictions ™ prototype” will
be digged from Buddhist Scriptures and corresponding records in
order that such a fact could be demonstrated that the fictions were
effected by Buddhism lores.

In the sixth chapter I expound that Buddhism conception
and lores effected the fictions from six aspects and selected out six
Buddhism conceptions to examine it so as to probe Buddhism
conceptions’influence on the frictions in the course of Sui and
Tang Dynasties further.

In the seventh chapter 1 expound how the fictions of this
period obtained fertilization from Buddhist Scriptures in artistic
form. All the discussion is based on analyzing the writing struc-
ture narrative style and lauguage feature of Buddhist Scriptures
to demonstrate that the cultural blending between India and China
promoted the artistic standard during the course of Sui and Tang
Dynasties.
