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A verb (or an adjective) can take after it an element to tell the degree or extent the action
(or the quality) has reached . We call this element the complement of degree . T he structura

particle is aways used between the verb (or adjective) and its complement (ex . 1, 2) .

Generally this complement is an adjective . However, it may aso be a construction (ex .
3) . If thereisan object, we have to repeat the verb after the verb-object construction before the
particle  and the complement (ex . 4, 5) . In a negative sentence  comes before the comple-
ment instead of the verb (ex . 6, 7) . In an aternative question, we use the afirmative and

negative forms of the complement instead of those of the verb (or adjective) (ex . 8) .
