Duoyinz ( characters of multiple pronunciations) has been a bar-
rier in Chinese learning for foreigners for a long time. Take  as an
example, it is pronounced as chang, and sometimes as zhang. Differ-
ent pronunciation means different things. Another example is
When it is de, it isthe most commonly used auxiliary word; but when
it isdi and di, it means indead and purpose respedivdy. Duoyinzi is
also difficult for Chinese students. Chinese Multi-reading Characte's
without Tears aims to help you to learn Duoyinzi sysematically at one
time.

Chinese Multi-reading Charaders without Tears is a supplementary
textbook for Chinese language learning as well as a brief reference
book. It is suitable both far foreign students and Chinese sudents.

This handbook contains two parts, with the first part 126 charac-
ters and the second 81 characters. These characters are practical and
are clasgfied according to The Outline of HSK. The firg part contains
commonly used characters while the second part includes less used
and rare ones. For convenience, each character’s different pronuncia-
tions are listed one after the other. Under each pronunciation, the
meanings and the usage can be seen. They include phrases, exam-
ples, pinyin and English translation. An exercise is arranged after
each character. The second part of this book only has phrases, pinyin
and English translation.

We are grateful for Mr. Hu Hong, Ms. Wang Xiaoyao and some
other friends who have offered their help in editing and translating this
book.

. 207 multiple pronounced Chinese characters are included in this
book, each character with two or more pronunciations. The text of
the book is arranged according to the alphabetic order, and the
pronunciations are in the tone order, i.e. the firs tone, the sec-
ond tone, the third tone and the fourth tone. For the convenience
of the people who do nat know Chinese characters, pinyin is found
in the text.

. Engdlish trandation can be seen in the text except the exercises and
some ballads attached.

. Each character under a pronunciation is explained and trandated
into English. Its words and phrases as well as the examples of the
use of the words and phrases are folowed.

. There is a law of changng the first tone into the second tone if two
third tones happen to be one after the ather. This case is not
marked in this book. However, you do find the changes of the tone
marks of* yi" and® bu" in this book.

. A character with a light tone is nat marked. A retroflexion charac-
ter is added with & r" in its pinyin and pronounced with a light
tone.

. Some exercises are attached to the text of each character, and a
lively ballad is seen after the exercises of some characters.

. An index of pinyin and an index of strokes of Chinese characters
can be found in bath of the two parts of this book.
