Ms. Baum and colleagues at Dalhousie University in Halifax, Canada used data from logbooks 1
by fishermen, and they plugged it into a model to arrive 2 the estimates.

Ms. Baum says the use of 3 long lines is common all over the world, so it is 4 to assume
that shark populations are in steep decline globally. While many sharks are caught by 5 in long lines,
she says shark fins are 6 throughout Asia to make soup, so there is a deliberate effort to catch them as
well.

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Experts say one of the world’s most feared, but 7 , creatures is under 8 by fishermen. A
new study of all types of sharks finds that there are fewer of them than there used to be, and that is 9
oceans’ ecosystems.

A study in this week’s journal Science is one of the first to look at the shark population. Researchers
surveyed sharks in the northwest Atlantic. a vast area that encompasses Newfoundland to the north and
northern Brazil to the south, and 10 from the Gulf 11 Mexico to a distant point east 12
the coast of South of America.

Lead author Julia Baum says fishermen 13 long lines with 14 to a thousand hooks,
designed to catch swordfish and tuna, are also 15 sharks. And Ms. Baum says this has resulted

16 huge shark declines.

“For hammerhead sharks, 17 89 per cent decline 18 what we are estimating for the past 15
years. That is a 19 decline,” she said. 20 , for the thresher shark, we are estimating a decline
80 per cent. ”

The study also found a 79 per cent drop for white sharks and a 65 per cent decline in tiger sharks
since 1986.
